Headline figures
include CO2 emissions of just 138 g/km,
combined fuel economy of 54.3mpg and a
BIK tax figure of just 18%. Another recent
addition is the diesel-engined 2.0 JTDm
model, which manages to produce 20 bhp

more than the 1.9 JTDm 16V, yet achieves
lower emissions figures too, for a 19% BIK.
With 0-62 mph in just 8.8 seconds, 170 bhp
and combined fuel economy of 52.3mpg, the
new 2.0 JTDw offers a brilliant combination
of fuel efficiency, performance and low
ownership costs.

There are seven engine variants in the

159 range, including the sporty new

1750 TBi, which can sprint from 0-62 mph in
just 7.7 seconds yet produces just 189 g/km
CO2.

It sounds too good to be true; sizzling
performance, strong throttle response

at almost any engine speed and reduced
fuel consumption. Yet the two new MultiAir
engines offered in the MiTo offer all three
benefits — and the result has to be
experienced to be believed.

The breakthrough of the new MultiAir engines
is the way they control the movement of the
engine’s inlet valves, whose job is to control
the amount of fuel and air mixture that
enters the combustion chamber. In an ideal
world, the inlet valve would be able to allow
a large amount of fuel/air mixture in very
rapidly at high engine speeds when full power
is required, and much smaller amounts at
lower speeds or part throttle settings.

For the first time in 132 years of petrol
engine development, MultiAir achieves this
‘ideal world’ scenario.

On ordinary engines, the inlet and exhaust
valves are controlled directly by a camshaft
and this means the same compromise
settings at every engine speed and throttle
condition.

In contrast, with MultiAir, the exhaust
valves are opened directly and mechanically
as usual, but between the cam and each
inlet valve sits a hydraulic chamber, the
contents of which can be varied by a tiny
solenoid valve.

When the chambers are full, the inlet valves
respond to the mechanical cam profile
exactly. This is the setting used for full power,
with high valve lift and a long duration.

By releasing oil from the chambers, however,
the valve lift can be varied, as can the point
at which they open or close. MultiAir has a
potentially infinite set of range of settings

— so engine flexibility, responsiveness, fuel
efficiency and power can all be optimised at
every engine speed and throttle setting.

Both new engines — the 1.4 MultiAir TB

135 bhp and 1.4 MultiAir TB 170 bhp
Cloverleaf — achieve higher power outputs,
lower fuel consumption and lower CO2
emissions than comparable conventional
engines. More impressive still is their
sheer responsiveness and flexibility —

on the 135 bhp version, peak torque arrives
at just 1750 rpm.
